PDA Pre-installation files

Following are instructions installing all software on the PDAs when purchased new or after a system default restore:
1) Connect the PDA to the laptop or PC. Ensure that ActiveSync is running and that both PC and PDA are connected.
2) The US Centers for Disease Control and Prevention has created an executable file which installed all the pre-install files and its GPS2 program. This is available here: ftp://ftp.cdc.gov/pub/gpscs/GPS2.Setup/GPS2.Setupv2.exe 

Download this file and launch it on your PC. It installs all the desktop and PDA programs. Follow the instructions on the screen. If you see a prompt that says "Unable to create a remote file", ignore it and continue with the installation.

This executable file may not run correctly all the way through to completion. If this problem occurs, ensure the following SQL Mobile files are installed on the PDA. 

· sqlce30.wce5.armv4i.CAB
· sqlce30.repl.wce5.armv4i.CAB
· sqlce30.dev.ENU.wce5.armv4i.CAB
· sql.wce5.armv4i.CAB

Confirm whether these are installed by going to the Start Menu/Settings/System tab/Remove Programs icon. This should list all the programs installed. 
If the files are not installed then contact your technical administrator to obtain them. Then copy them to the PDA and launch them one at a time to install them. 

3) The PDAs also require .NETCF framework to be installed. The new SOMOs running Windows Mobile 6 have this already.
4) The SOMOs may need another program to run the GPS2 listing program successfully. Otherwise, the GPS signal indicator light will turn black, indicating the program is not reading the GPS unit. This happens after one or two points are taken. This is a problem with the internal driver for the GPS unit in the CF slot. A patch program for Dell PDAs and SOMOs is available here: http://www.usglobalsat.com/p-140-bc-337.aspx. Below the image of the GPS unit, there is a listing of DOWNLOADS. It is the .cab file found for the ‘Dell X51 Patch Windows Mobile’ download.  Download to the PC, transfer it to the PDA, and click on it to launch, run, and install it.

5) The CDC’s FTP installation executable program also places the GPS2 program in a folder on the PDA located here: /Program Files/GPS2 sampling. Users may prefer to put the GPS2 program files under /My Documents/GPS2 for viewing the files through the PC. 
6) If this does not work using the CDC’s automated installation executable, contact your technical administrator to obtain the folder with the files in it. Copy the contents of the folder on to the PDA here: /My Documents/GPS2. The user will need to create this folder.

7) Copy the MIS/Survey questionnaire on to your PDA. For the MIS, create a folder called MIS located here: /My Documents/MIS.

8) In the /My Documents/GPS2 folder (or wherever the GPS2 program is filed) there is an application called GPS2.Config. This program will need to be updated with all the parameters included in the field work. A CDC manual developed for all the settings and description can be found here, beginning on page 23: ftp://ftp.cdc.gov/pub/gpscs/GPS2.Setup/GPS2.Descr.pdf .
9) The GPS2.config settings are stored in the GPS2.config.xml file which is also located within the GPS2 folder. This file is exchangeable, so consider attaching the settings most used for the MIS surveys. Please refer to the CDC manual to clearly understand these parameters. This explains a range of issues which may or may not be relevant for the user’s surveys, such as the use of sampling, when the MIS questionnaire appears, and the backup procedures for the household listings. One immediate change required is on page 5 of the GPS2.config application which specifies the name and location of the questionnaire program the user wants to run.
